USCJ Ad Versions: We have created four production-ready, ad templates to choose from. Each can be customized
by adding your synagogue’s specific graphics and information in the open white space provided within each ad.
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1. COLOR REPRODUCTION

These ad templates were created for use in print publications, internet web sites, e-mail blasts, media presentations,

newsletters, bulletins or fliers. It is important that you use the appropriate color/file format that is suitable for the

the way it will be used.

- CMYK: This is used for color printing in newspapers, fliers, magazines, bulletins that are capable of displaying full-
color images.

- RGB: Red-Green-Blue color system used for Internet web pages/ads, PowerPoint/media presentations, or video.

- GS (grayscale): Black & White reproduction for newspaper, magazine, bulletins newsletters, fliers where color
reproduction is either not avaliable or affordable.

2. FILE FORMATS
We have provided the ads in all three types noted above, in both 300 dot high-resolution (for printing] and 72 dot
resolution for internet or media use).
